Mr. Lindsey has testified before local, state, and federal policymakers and helped shape laws combating predatory lending and foreclosure rescue fraud.  Mr. Lindsey has conducted numerous trainings, guest lectured, written articles, and been interviewed by various media outlets.  As an Adjunct Professor at DePaul University College of Law, Mr. Lindsey has taught classes on Housing and Urban Development, Housing Law, and Predatory Lending.  Mr. Lindsey worked previously at the Sargent Shriver National Center on Poverty Law and at a private consumer fraud law firm, and he clerked for two years in the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Pennsylvania for the Honorable James T.
