
Bill Dyke is known to some of us as a TV personality, lawyer, two-term mayor of Madison and a Circuit Court Judge.  He is also a writer and an artist.

While at Channel 3 he hosted Circus 3, news, weather and sports programs, and a weekly news program.  It was as host of “Meet the State” that he interviewed a wide range of newsmakers including Gerry Ford, Gaylord Nelson, Richard Nixon and John F. Kennedy.


While in law practice he was instrumental in securing Wisconsin’s exhibit at the New York World’s Fair and was one of the founders of the Park Bank.


Later, while serving two terms as Mayor of Madison, he regained the lending industry’s highest bond rating for Madison, negotiated successfully with Fitchburg and confirmed an E-way corridor, purchased Owen Park and founded the Farmer’s Market.

He is serving in his 13th year as a trial judge in Wisconsin’s Seventh Judicial District, and his 2nd term as the Chief Judge of the 7th District.  He has innovated some new programs for the county including a teen court which is now the oldest continuing teen court in the state.  Judge Dyke also initiated the community service position which directs community service alternatives to incarceration and also began an Art-in-the-Courthouse project, which offers students and artists an opportunity to display their work in the courthouse.
